The General Maintenance Employee will work under the direct supervision of the Town Supervisor with general maintenance duties for all buildings, water and sewer plants.  These duties include weekend building checks (approximately 4hrs per weekend) and other duties as directed by the Town Supervisor.  The board recommended that a salary for the Town of Lisbon General Maintenance employee be $26,740.00 for 2017.
