8. Liaisons

A. Planning Board – Code Enforcement Officer McDonell – No report as there had not been any monthly meeting.

A. CEO McDonell informed the town board members that the Planning Board Members were going to change the rules on being a member.  If a planning board member was not certified within three years, they would no longer be a Planning Board Member.  
B. CEO McDonell informed the town board members that Chairman Steven Jemison will be leaving the Planning Board as he was moving from the area this summer.

C. Parcel adjacent to Camp Laurent that was owned by Town of Lisbon (4.6 acres).  
1. CEO McDonell stated that he was interested at one time to purchase the 
parcel, but was not interested now. 

2. He stated that a couple of other people were interested in purchasing the parcel from the town.

3. It was stated that one restriction was that there was a class 4 stream running through this parcel.  

4. The stream can be moved, but not removed. There was room for a driveway to be installed at the end of the guard rails.
