Report from Legislator Mark Akins 

· Legislator Akins spoke on the budget from the county.
· Legislator Akins spoke on the tax cap for the county.
· Legislator Akins spoke concerning the sales tax. 
10. Highway Superintendent’s Report 

· Highway Superintendent Dow informed the board about the power outage that took place in the month of September.  When the power was brought back on it destroyed the controls on the diesel and gas pumps.  Superintendent Dow stated that he has had a repairman up to repair 5 times and it still is not working.  The only way diesel and gas can be pumped is if Superintendent Dow or Deputy Superintendent Merkley are there to hand print the amount that was pumped and who received it.
· Superintendent Dow had explained in the spring of 2014 that the program was old 

· Highway Superintendent Dow stated that the information regarding 2,854 gallons of diesel and 1,341 of gas was lost. He did not know who had received the fuel. He feels that 60% of the gas was pumped for the highway account and 40% was pumped for the general accounts.  Diesel fuel was approximately used 95% by the highway account and 5% by the fire department, but there is no way of tracking for sure where it went.
· Highway Superintendent Dow asked if the board wished to continue trying to have it repaired or do they wish to have it replaced.

The board members asked Highway Superintendent Dow to get quotes on replacing the program and controls.
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Con’t Highway Department

· Highway Superintendent Dow stated that his crew had decreased by two men.  One had retired and one just left the job.  He would like to hire a couple of men before winter arrived. The board members asked if Highway Superintendent Dow wanted to advertise. Highway Superintendent Dow stated that he wanted to look at the applications he already had on hand and try to hire from there.  If he didn’t find anyone with the qualifications then he would like to advertise for the positions. Supervisor Armstrong asked that before anyone was hired the applicant be approved by the St. Lawrence County Human Resources office to make sure the person was qualified. Supervisor Armstrong also requested Highway Superintendent Dow to inform the board of whom he was hiring before hiring.

· Highway Superintendent Dow stated that he had 3 more miles to black top.  He did not know if the county would be able to return to Lisbon to do the black topping.
· Highway Superintendent Dow was asked how many more years would the town be able to get sand out of the sand knolls on the Sand Road.  Superintendent Dow stated approximately 6 more years.
