A. Boat Launch Cost for extending parking lot

Lisbon Fire Department



A.
Land Proposal – Mike Light asked if the town would be interested in selling the land of 18.8 acres.  Supervisor Armstrong stated that when the town of Lisbon purchased the land from Robyn Moore, if the town was ever going to sell the land, Ms. Moore would to have the option to purchase it first. Therefore, Supervisor Armstrong informed Mr. Light that the town would need to notify Mrs. Moore before anything could be started from there.



B.
Usage of land behind Medical Center – Mr. Light informed the board that the fire department would forgo using the land behind the Medical Center at this time.

Assessor Report
Assessor Stephen Teele informed the board that the Assessment Review Board was held on May 24 from 4 PM to 8 PM and had no one show.  There were 11 stipulations, 2 corrections that the Assessment Review board signed.

11.
Code Enforcement Report
Code Enforcement Chris Sherwin informed the board that there had been 52 building permits handed out with only one stick built house.
Code Enforcement Sherwin informed the board that he had received a letter from the SLC Health Department concerning 2 manufacture homes on one parcel of land that was 

not in living condition. The Health Department turned it over to Code Enforcement Officer because no one lived in the homes. Code Enforcement Officer Sherwin showed

pictures to the town board on the conditions of the structures.  Officer Sherwin informed the board that he was going to write a letter to the owner to inform them that they are in violation with the town code.  They can either tear down the structures or move them.  He was going to give them three months to take care of this matter.

Councilmember Dailey made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Putney to give Code Enforcement Officer Sherwin permission to write a letter to the land owner concerning these two structures.

Report from Legislators – Mark Akins – Mark stated that he still felt strongly to not raise the sales tax. However, if necessary he would vote to raise the sales tax from 7% to 8% only if it was allocated and followed a plan. Councilmember Dailey stated that he would not support raising the sales tax unless they had a written plan on how they were going to spend it.

Planning Board – Councilmember Duffy – No one was able to attend the meeting.


B.
Campground – Supervisor Armstrong stated that the board had a special meeting to allocate the money to start the proceedings at the campground.
Councilmember Putney made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Dailey to allow Supervisor Armstrong to begin proceedings with Aubertine and Currier for expansion of the campground site.

Town Clerk McBath informed the board that she would advertise in the Ogdensburg Journal and Advance, along with the Watertown Times.  The days for the advertisement would be June 15, 17, and 20th. 

C. Library Board – Councilmember Dailey stated that the usage of the Library had increased considerably in all aspects.  
The handicap door located on the parking side of the building was not sealed tightly. He would like to have a new commercial handicap door installed by a certified contractor.

Councilmember Dailey made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Putney to install a new commercial exterior handicap door by a commercial contractor at the Hepburn Library.

The Library Board had discovered $17,000 in a Money Market for the public library, and questioned why they couldn’t have that money.  Mr. Dashnaw stated that he did not know of any Money Market account and would have to check into it to respond to the Library Board.

The Library Board would like to operate according to the State Education Law instead of the Municipal Law.  Mr. Dashnaw informed Mrs. Shoemaker that the only opinion was back in 1981.  He stated that Attorney Nash is and his own recommendations were that the Library Funds be handled the same as the Fire District Funds were. The Library will doing their own budget. The town will collect it from the taxpayers and give the Library a check when it was available. This would mean that the Library would be responsible for all bills and reports. Mrs. Shoemaker stated that no trustee member wished to be responsible for this, therefore an accountant would need to be hired. The Library would require an increase in the budget. Mr. Dashnaw replied that a treasurer could be appointed to do all money matters. Mrs. Shoemaker stated that there was no interest among her board members to do this. Therefore she would like to hire an accountant. Mr. Dashnaw stated that it

was left to the Library Board how to spend their money.
Supervisor Armstrong stated that he would like to receive a letter from the Library Board stating this request and signed by each board member.

Councilmember Putney made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Daily starting July 1, 2012 all remaining funds needed to be turned over to the Library Board so they will have complete control of their budget, contingent on receiving this letter. The Lisbon Town Board will maintain the Library building itself.

Councilmember Dailey stated that the Library Board members felt that there was a lot of animosity between the Town Board and Library Board.  They were actually afraid of coming to this board meeting.  Supervisor Armstrong stated that the work that the Town Board has done for the Library building should show how the town board felt about of the Library. 
Councilmember Dailey stated there was a key issue.  The Library would like to have a form for people to sign who were given a key to use the building.  They do not want anyone who is unauthorized to use the building.  Supervisor Armstrong stated the only reason that the Town Board needed a key was because years ago the school designated the Town Barns, Town Hall and the Library as a place for students to go if they needed to evacuate the school. If no one was around to unlock the building, such as Scott Skiff the maintenance man or Highway Superintendent Dow, the town hall would provide a key to enter the building.
D. Homecoming – No report was given as Councilmember Duffy was not in attendance.  
E. Museum – The Museum Committee had established meeting times.
F. Recreation – Recreation was meeting tonight. Mr. Dashnaw stated that Recreation cannot do fund raiser, for scholarships. However, someone that was not with the committee could do fund raisers and submit the scholarship in the name of the Recreation Committee.
The Recreation Committee had a deep fryer but needed an exhaust system with a fire suppression system. In order to use a deep fryer the fire suppression system was required. Much discussion was held.

Councilmember Dailey made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Putney to install the suppression system in the recreation building with $2,865.00.

RESOLUTION # 8 of 2012

STATE HIGHWAY 37, Project No. SH 9357
WHEREAS, the State of New York is doing culvert work on State Highway 37, Project No. SH 9357, Ogdensburg-Waddington; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Lisbon is the owner of Parcel Nos. 58 and 59; and

WHEREAS, the State is using its power of appropriation to take land of the town of Lisbon for this purpose; and

WHEREAS, the State has offered payment for these parcels in the amount of One Thousand four Hundred 00/100 Dollars ($1400.00);

NOW, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of Lisbon hereby agrees to accept the compensation of One Thousand Four Hundred & 00/100 Dollars ($1400.00) for the parcels involved; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of Lisbon hereby gives authority to its Supervisor, James Armstrong, to sign all necessary documents to effect this transaction.
