Library Board – 
· Councilmember Dailey was reminded by the Library Board that last year the board was promised that the parking lot at the library would be sealed and lined. Can this still be done?  It was promised for last year, but it became too late in the season to do it. When the bid went out for the campground this item was forgotten.

Councilmember Dailey made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Putney to put the bid out to seal and line the parking lot at the Library.

· The Library Board questioned the status of the door from the parking lot.  Supervisor Armstrong replied that Highway Superintendent Dow was checking with Roll Lock to get a price and spec. on a door.  Councilmember Putney stated that he would check with Highway Superintendent Dow to see what was happening.

· Councilmember Dailey questioned if the Library was included on the town’s workman’s comp. or did the library need to provide its own. Mr. Dashnaw stated that the Library needed to provide its own workman’s comp.  The only responsibility that the town has is to collect the tax money then distribute it to the Library.
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Con’t Report from all Liaisons for committees



Library Board

· In 2009 the budget line for Library Equipment was lowered from $11,000 to $9,000.00. The Library Board inquired if the amount could be returned to $11,000.  Mr. Dashnaw replied no.

· The Library board would receive the check when it was approved by the Lisbon Town Board.  In the accounting balance revenue versus expenditures there was approximately $24,319.65 in the General Account and approximately $47,551.00 in a fund balance account to total $71,870.65.

Councilmember Dailey made a motion, Seconded by Councilman Putney to pay the Library $47,551.00 from their fund balance.  Then within the next couple of days the remaining amount would be paid.

· Supervisor Armstrong inquired who was responsible for the downstairs portion of the Library. The Library Board replied that it was responsible for the upstairs where the Library, was while the Town of Lisbon was responsible for the downstairs section.  Mr. Dashnaw stated that the gate should be replaced on the stairway to the Library. Supervisor Armstrong stated that the town would not be responsible for any books that were downstairs.  Town Clerk McBath asked if she was told right that she was responsible for renting out the downstairs. The agreement was reached that Town Clerk McBath and the Librarian would notify each other when sections of the Library were rented out.


D.
Homecoming – 
· Councilmember Duffy informed the board that there was money with someone from the previous year that was collected was in a brown paper bag in the person safe.  She felt that this money should have been turned into the town before now. Supervisor Armstrong stated that he would contact the person to turn the money into the town, along with receipts of what the money was used for in the past. Mr. Dashnaw stated that a list should be made of where this money came from and determine on how this money should be turned in. Much discussion was done on the item.
· Councilmember Duffy reported that the invitations had gone out to 55 people for the parade. Otherwise nothing else had been done.  

· Councilmember Duffy stated that the mechanical bull will cost $1200.00. Councilmember Duffy understands from a Homecoming Committee the previous meeting the Homecoming Committee intended to ask the VFW ask if they would pay for half the amount and homecoming would pay for the other half.  Previously Supervisor Armstrong had informed the Homecoming Committee that they would need a certificate of insurance from the owner of the mechanical bull. It would be located behind the American Legion. No monetary amount was mentioned.
· If any other suggestions were mentioned, no one agreed.



It was asked if the Homecoming Committee should be cancelled for this year.

Supervisor Armstrong stated that he would speak with Angie again to inform her that she needed to work with the other people.

Museum – Supervisor Armstrong stated that someone would like to come to the museum during Homecoming Weekend with his train and cars to give rides.  It was asked if he had insurance. Supervisor Armstrong reported that he did not.  Town Clerk McBath stated that she checked with the town’s insurance company. They informed her that the person needed to have his own insurance. A discussion was held on how to rectify this insurance problem.
Councilmember Dailey made a motion seconded by Councilmember Putney that if the person charged us for attending, should cover the cost of the insurance as long the cost did not exceed $500.00.

Resolution No. 9 of 2012
AUTHORIZING ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY TO ACT ON BEHALF OF TOWN OF LISBON AS A PARTICIPATING JURISDICTION IN A MULTI-JURISDICTIONAL HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN

WHEREAS, the Town of Lisbon has limited capability to undertake extensive participation in the preparation of a hazard mitigation plan, and

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County is able to act on behalf of the Town of Lisbon in the analysis and development of a hazard mitigation plan, and

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County shall prepare a hazard mitigation plan in accordance with 44 FEMA requirements at 44 C.F.R. 201.6, and

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County shall deliver a draft copy of the Plan for public comment as well as the governing body’s comment during the planning process and prior to adoption,

NOW THEREFORE, the Lisbon Town Board authorizes St. Lawrence County on behalf of the Town of Lisbon to prepare the St. Lawrence County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan, which shall be reviewed and considered for adoption by Lisbon Town Board upon completion.
