RESOLUTION # 11 of 2014

HIGHWAY DEDICATION OF McBATH ROAD

December 1, 2014

WHEREAS, there is in existence in the Town of Lisbon a road known as the McBath Road, which is 49.5 feet wide; and

WHEREAS, Hollis McBath is proposing to dedicate to the Town of Lisbon an extension of said McBath Road, to be also known as the McBath Road; and

WHEREAS, said description and map of said extension is attached hereto and made a part hereof; and

WHEREAS, Hollis McBath has made written application to the Town Board of the Town of Lisbon by letter dated November 12, 2014, requesting that this become a Town road by dedication; and

WHEREAS, a former Town Board of the Town of Lisbon had agreed that when the first portion of the McBath Road was dedicated to the Town, eventually there would be an extension dedicated to the Town and that said extension could be a gravel road, built to the specifications of the Town Highway Superintendent, due to the fact that subsequent to the dedication of the first portion of the McBath Road, the requirements for road dedication changed and said former Town Board of the Town of Lisbon grandfathered the construction of this extension so that it could be a gravel road; and

WHEREAS, appropriated Deeds have been prepared from Hollis McBath to the Town of Lisbon and from Daniel J. McCarthy and Autumn E. McCarthy to the Tow of Lisbon;

IT IS AGREED by the Town Board of the town of Lisbon, and with the consent of the Town of Lisbon Highway Superintendent, that the town of Lisbon hereby accept the description of the last road extension, to be known as the McBath Road, and to become a Town road; and it is further

AGREED that the Town of Lisbon accept the conveyance of 0.10 acres from Daniel J. McCarthy and Autumn E. McCarthy, to describe a portion of the McCarthy premises to be encumbered by a right of way created by the extension of the McBath Road.
By vote of the Town Board of the Town of Lisbon at its December 10, 2014 meeting, the Town hereby accepts said description as a Town road, with the concurrence of the Town Highway Superintendent, illustrated by his signature below.
