· Highway Superintendent Dow suggested that the town consider of purchasing another plow truck.  If we order now we wouldn’t the chassis until late fall the first of the following year.  Legislator Forsythe asked if we ever considered leasing a plow truck.  Highway Superintendent Dow stated no.  The cost for the truck off state with the option that we would want would be $119,000.00.  That
would be just the cab and chassis.  We have the remainder of the equipment to install on the vehicle which would save the town $50,000 to $60,000. Councilman Duffy asked if we need to do it.  Superintendent Dow stated that we have 4 trucks that are pushing 200,000 miles and 3 trucks that are over 200,000. The oldest truck is a 1992. 

Councilman Duffy suggested that this be put on hold until next April 12th meeting.
